             INTRODUCTION
In accordance with Section 722(f)(4) of the Act, State educational agencies (SEAs) are instructed to submit reports to the Secretary every three years that include (1) estimates of the number and location of homeless children and youth in their States, (2) comprehensive information on the nature and extent of the problems and barriers homeless children and youth experience in gaining access to public preschool programs and to public elementary and secondary schools, and (3) the difficulties in identifying the specials needs of homeless children and youth, any progress made in the States in addressing such problems and difficulties, and the States’ success in allowing homeless children and youth to enroll in, attend, and succeed in school.  This report summarizes data reported by States and other jurisdictions (hereafter referred to as States) for the period ending October 1, 1997.

State educational agencies in 50 States, Guam, Palau, Puerto Rico, the Virgin Islands, American Samoa, the Commonwealth of the Northern Mariana Islands, and the Bureau of Indian Affairs (BIA) received fiscal year (FY) 1997 funds under this program.  All SEAs receiving program funds submitted reports to the Department with the exception of Arizona, the District of Columbia (the District has declined federal funds administered under this program), Idaho, and Wyoming.  Additionally, the Virgin Islands, American Samoa, and the Northern Mariana Islands did not submit reports, since they receive funds through a consolidated funds system.

In the original McKinney legislation, SEAs were required to gather data annually on the number and location of homeless children and youth in the State.  The McKinney Homeless Assistance Amendments of 1990 changed this responsibility to a biennial requirement.  The 1990 amendments also directed the Secretary to conduct a study to determine the best means of identifying, locating, and counting homeless children and youth.

In response to that legislative mandate, the Department contracted with the Urban Institute to develop alternative approaches for obtaining consistent national estimates of the number of homeless children and youth, their educational needs, and their living situations.
  The Urban Institute presented various national data collection designs.   The most complete design involved using primary data collection (interviews) with service-using and street homeless, and an add-on to a national survey to obtain data on doubled-up households.  A separate design was recommended to count homeless street youth, who would likely be missed in the other design approaches.  These data collection designs were never funded.

The Department’s 1991 and 1995 reports to Congress stated that due to problems with gathering data on homeless children and youth, the information contained in the report should be viewed with caution.  In spite of efforts by the Department and the States, the problems associated with identification, duplication, extrapolation, and differing State definitions of homelessness continue.  We advise, therefore, that the information contained in this report also be viewed cautiously as estimates rather than as precise numbers.
  As a part of the reauthorization of the program, the Department is exploring ways of obtaining more accurate data concerning the numbers of homeless children and youth and the difficulties they face in enrolling, attending, and succeeding in school.

Department guidance regarding the current data collection asked States to make adjustments, to the extent possible, for duplication.  However, not all States were able to do so.  In addition, some segments of the homeless population, such as those temporarily in doubled-up housing (i.e., children sharing housing with other families or relatives because of loss of housing or other similar situations and preschool-age children not attending preschool or residing in a shelter), are extraordinarily difficult to identify.  Not all States included these populations in their counts.

SUMMARY OF DATA FROM PREVIOUS SEA REPORTS

The data received from SEA reports confirm independent studies and research conducted outside of the Department regarding the educational status of homeless children and youth.  Reports indicate that many homeless children and youth are not enrolled in school, and most are likely to have poor attendance records.   When compared with poor housed children, homeless children and youth are almost three times more likely to miss three or more weeks of school in a three-month period.   Preschool-age homeless children are at particularly high risk.  In one study of this age group, more than half of the homeless preschoolers manifested serious emotional and developmental delays. When compared with poor, housed children, homeless children were slower in language development, motor skills, fine-motor coordination, and personal and social ability.

SUMMARY OF DATA INCLUDED IN 1997 SEA REPORTS 
This report compiles data submitted by States regarding the total numbers of homeless children and youth including preschoolers in each State, the number enrolled in school, the number regularly attending school, and the location of their nighttime residence.  This report also summarizes data from States on the special service needs of homeless children and youth and the reasons such children and youth do not attend school.

Reasons Homeless Children and Youth Are Not Attending School
States provided data on a number of reasons why homeless children and youth did not attend school.  From the States that had the largest number of homeless children and youth, (California, Florida, Indiana, Michigan, New York, Ohio, and Texas) the most commonly reported reasons in order of their frequency are:

· Lack of transportation to or from temporary residence; 

· Lack of school records--academic, health, and immunization;

· State guardianship/residency requirements not uniformly interpreted by schools;       

· Lack of birth certificates 

Unique Needs of Homeless Children and Youth
States were asked to indicate the extent (major or minor) to which the educational and school-related activities listed below are needed to ensure the individual success of homeless children and youth.  The major needs to be addressed to ensure the academic success of homeless children and youth, according to their frequency and the number of States that reported them as such, are as follows:  

· Tutoring/Remediation
(44 States)

· Transportation

(40 States) 

· Preschool Programs

(39 States)

· Records Transfer

(24 States)

· Enrollment


(23 States)

· Special Education

(20 States)

Access to Federal Programs
States provided data for school year 1996-97 identifying Federal programs that homeless children

and youth, including preschoolers, had difficulty accessing.  Of the 47 States that submitted

data reports:

·  59 percent of States reported difficulties accessing Title I program;

·  39 percent of States reported difficulties accessing both Head Start and Special

         Education programs; and

·  20 percent of States report difficulties accessing Head Start programs only.
