    Attachment S – Special Conditions for Disclosing Federal    Funding in Public Announcements
Purpose

To issue Attachment S, which informs grantees of the requirements for disclosing federal funding in public announcements.  Attachment S incorporates the citations of the most recent appropriations legislation.

Background

The most recent appropriation legislation for the Department of Education (ED), the Departments of Labor, Health and Human Services, and Education, and Related Agencies Appropriations Act, 2002 (P.L. 107-116), contains language in Section 507 that continues to impose certain requirements on grantees.  Specifically, the legislation requires that all grantees disclose the amount and percentage of federal funding and funding from nongovernmental sources when making public announcements about federally-funded projects.

Attachment S is the established vehicle for informing grantees of the existence of these requirements and imposing them as a condition of receiving discretionary grants or cooperative agreements.  So that ED grantees will continue to be aware of the responsibilities imposed by the most recent legislation in connection with public announcements related to awards, the attachment is updated to the current version (1/03), which is attached to this bulletin.  It cites the legislation and section numbers of the FY 2002 appropriations law.

Policy

The revised Grants Policy Bulletin #8 replaces Grants Policy Bulletin #8 dated July 20, 1998.

Attachment S is to be included as a standard procedure on all New and Non-Competing Continuation Grant Award Notifications.

ATTACHMENT S

SPECIAL CONDITIONS FOR DISCLOSING

FEDERAL FUNDING IN PUBLIC ANNOUNCEMENTS

The recipient agrees that, when issuing statements, press releases, requests for proposals, bid solicitations, and other documents or announcements describing this project, the recipient will state clearly:

1) the dollar amount of federal funds for the project or program;

2) the percentage of the total costs of the program or project which  will be financed with federal money; and

3) percentage and dollar amount of the total costs of the project or program that will be financed by non-governmental sources.


Recipients must comply with these conditions under Public Law 107-116 Sec. 507.
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
